THE GLOBALIZATION OF CULTURE

The paper considers contradictions of globalization in the field of
cultural subsystem of society.

The key argument in the paper is that glo-
balism within culture denotes the expansion of Euro-American sys-
tem of values and world view into other national cultures.

The author analyzes the capabilities of a national culture of set-
ting bounds to the expansion of globalization ideas and cultural
praxis. That limit appears in the form of tradition and educational
system. The author makes use of the culturological being of Serbian
nation as an instance of this effort.

BAD STUDENTS OF HISTORY AS A 'TEACHER’:

AND THE DE-SOVEREIGNIZATION OF SERBIA”

After the epochal historical collapse of the project of commu-
nism, and all the more obvious transitional failure, which, instead
of transporting us into the better world, has led us to the peripheral
one, the need to define new path for Serbia increasingly arises. Ser-
bia is in need of redefining its own positon and role in the Balkans
and in Europe, formulating and rebuilding its devastated national
self-consciousness, and choosing a true path for construction of
non-communist society, but also modernizing itself without “west-
ernisation”. Of course, a well-planned quest for a true national idea,
one that would lead Serbia out of an epoch of decadency and syste-
matic crisis, implies both common sense and critical consideration
of its own mistakes made in the distant and recent past. Serbian
people have often in their rich and long history been bad students
of history as a “teacher”. One of the biggest mistakes, which was fa-
tal for Serbia and beacuse of which (“revenge of history”) Serbia to-
day pays through the nose, was the creation of Yugoslavia. It seems
that we have not learnt the lesson and that we are now drifting to-
wards making a bigger mistake, by striving to join the EU, which
would definitely mean the end of Serbian idea. We have replaced
Yugo-utopia with Euro-utopia. The national idea that we see in pa-
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triotism, statehood, comradeship, Orthodox Christianity, is cer-
tainly not to be found in “the bright capitalistic future” of the EU, as
was the case with the failed experiment of communism.

GLOBALIZATION AND IDENTITY

Globalization is not a homogeneous process. In an era of increas-
ing connectivity and all the freer “flow of goods, ideas, capital and
people” boundaries should have become irrelevant, there should
have been a widespread economic deregulation and the issue of na-
tional and other collective and cultural identity should have been
replaced by a more general idea of cosmopolitan citizenship and
global identities. However, it appears that this only applies to some
states, peoples, nations, etc., that is, in terms of conditions that
must be met, just to so called states-satellites, while the holder of
globalization, the Western empire, not only retained but well ex-
ceeded the warrants of even the most rigid sovereignty. Therefore,
on Huntington’s trail, we may talk rather of unipolar globalization,
of a struggle, a cultural and civilizational “vivarium” then of a bal-
anced global development and overcoming of cultural differences.
As heterogeneous, unipolar globalization represents an attack on
the sovereignty of states, peoples, nations, and lower collectives,

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and even on personal integrity, as is evidenced by the latest discov-
eries of Julian Assange, Edward Snowden, Jérémy Zimmerman and
others. Each identity should have dissolved in the name of globali-
zation as the greatest good, and what had actually gained force was
a society of surveillance and control. Of course, globalization as
such is not to be blamed for all this, but globalization as unbal-
anced, as one carried out only in the name of one civilization,
should. Identities would not have been attacked if globalization had
been of a neutral type. Therefore, it is not bad as such, but because
itbrings good only to some and evil to others. However, the entropy
of a such, unipolar globalization is inevitable since 2008, showing
that as a political project, it is living its last days, and the same could
be said for the civilization in its bases. In other words, postmoder-
nity is dead.

THE DEVELOPMENT OF GLOBAL SOCIETY -
COSMOPOLITANISM OR REPUBLICANISM

Today the main determining factors of globalization are the focal
point of serious discussions in social sciences. The view that there
are significant changes in the development of international rela-
tions has many proponents. However, there exists a big difference
in their characteristic features. There are those that speak. about
the national state’s outliving its time, saying that an individual
country cannot sustain its security and should be seeking for coali-
tions or alliances. The issue of adoption of new principles of build-
ing a system in international relations is really very important in
this context.

Two possible options are available here: choice of cosmopolitan-
ism or choice republicanism. The thesis that cosmopolitanism is a
utopian view and republicanism is a more reliable basis for deter-
mination of the nature of international relations is treated in this
paper. Cosmopolitanism can be used as an ideology by the most
well-to-do elites in the world to justify their expansionist practices.
This ideology justifies the so-called “humanitarian interventions”
of the international community. Yet here is no doubt whatsoever
that some of them are only imperialist strategies of the Great Pow-
ers in action. On its part, republicanism implies respect for the
principle of sovereignty of each country and coalitions of countries
set up on the basis of commonly-shared interests. Then: in the Glo-
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balization Era we are now living through national states do not die
out - their functions only undergo important changes!

DEFINING EUROPEAN IDENTITY IN POST-SOCIALIST
EUROPE: A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS
IN A GLOBALIZED WORLD

This work makes a comparison between the perceptions that po-
litical elites as well as citizens in some Central-Eastern European
post-socialist countries have about some elements which shaped
European identity. The main goal is to identify the differences in
positions of elites and masses as well as the variations among these
countries.

In the analysis we will show some general descriptive statistics
about the different elements that constitute the dimension Europe-
an identity. We focus in some variables divided in three main di-
mensions: ascribed, cultural identity and civic identity. In the sec-
ond part of the analysis, we will be put theses variable in relation
and correlated with some independent variables as gender, age, ed-
ucation or ideology.

The results are presented by distinguishing between political
elites (national MPs) and public opinion, and covering eight post-
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socialist EU member-states (Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Estonia,
Hungary, Lithuania, Poland, Slovakia and Slovenia). Data come
from the INTUNE Project survey.

SERBIAN CITIZENS’ ATTITUDES TOWARD NATIONAL

The end of the last millennium and the beginning of this one is
marked by the increasing technological progress followed by faster
and easier communication, creation and expansion of multination-
al companies with branches all around the world, and global prob-
lems affecting every person. In a word, the age of globalization has
begun. In the context of the described global processes, economy
occupies a central position, i.e. the general tendency towards the
economic growth. The nation state and nationalism as ideologies
are the main enemies of global domination of the most powerful
western countries, which are the major agitators of globalisation
process. A counter-ideology imposes itself as a consequence of this,
aiming to weaken the nation state and lend a negative connotation
to nationalism.

INTERNATIONAL INTERVENTION AND HYBRID
REGIMES IN THE BALKANS

The fall of communism in the Balkans did not immediately lead
to establishing democracy but various types of hybrid regimes in-
stead, such as competitive authoritarianism, ethnocratic hybrid re-
gime and international tutelage. Tutelary regimes involve free and
fair elections and complete protection of the basic liberties - first of
all freedom of speech, press and association - but also significant
restrictions on the activity of democratically elected officials, the
so-called ‘reserved domains’. International interventions in the af-
termath of the Cold War, especially in Bosnia and Herzegovina and
Serbia/Kosovo, resulted in the new form of tutelary regime in
which the unelected international officials who do not answer to
people constrain the power of the elected representatives of peo-
ple. International tutelage denotes a enduring and substantial in-
fluence of external factors on the political process in war-ravaged
and profoundly divided societies by means of removing elected of-
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ficials from office, appointing foreign nationals to important polit-
ical, judicial, administrative and regulatory offices, reappointing
judges and prosecutors, imposing legislation and constitutional ar-
rangements, and forming and maintaining ruling coalitions. These
political arrangements undermine democratic institutions, weaken
the accountability of elected officials, encourage dependency of do-
mestic political actors and ordinary people on external factors, and
interfere with democratic politics of compromise between the gov-
ernment and the opposition. Simultaneously, the arbitrary behav-
iour of tutelary regime makes compromise in a deeply divided soci-
ety more difficult to arrive at, directs the efforts of key political ac-
tors towards ethnic conflict and thus seriously undermines the po-
sition of smaller ethnic groups and prevents the establishment of
lasting peace.

GLOBALIZATION OR RE-COLONIZATION?

The main aim of this research is to reconsider the adequacy of
the interpretation of the contradictory process of genesis and
structural transformation of the contemporary world society and
international social life reproduction relations in the last quarter of
the 20* century in imprecise terms of “Globalization”. This paper
checks the hypothesis that “globalization discourse” ideologically
masks the actual process of re-colonization of the former “Second”
world of “really existing socialism” and the former “Third” world
of former decolonized countries, by the parasitic financial oligar-
chy economically organized in the World Bank and the Internation-
al Monetary Fund, and militarily in NATO. The paper documents
the thesis that the process of re-colonization, which has intensified
during systemic crisis of the accumulation of capital on a world
scale, causes a disastrous deterioration of life quality and blocks the
sovereign and autonomous social development of human capacities
of wage labourers also in the “First” world of former and present
imperialist powers.

The process of humanitarian, social and ecological re-coloniza-
tion disaster will be analyzed using the example of the re-Balkani-
zation of the former Yugoslavia with the emphasis placed on the
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Kosovo and Metohija case. Comparative and historic analysis in this
research situates the process of the Balkan re-colonization within
the wider context of identical process taking place in Iraq, Afghan-
istan, Congo, Columbia, Libya, Syria and other countries whose nat-
ural resources and geostrategic position attract attention of the lo-
cally absent world ruling class and its locally present mediating
vassal, local comprador bourgeoisie.

GLOBALIZATION AND THE NATION STATE

One of the first associations with the word globalization in popu-
lar interpretations is weakness of the nation state. That is the rea-
son why debates about globalization are imbued with emotions that
often go beyond the academic level.

However, even academic debates about future of the nation state
are highly polarized. On the one hand, hyper-globalists argue that
globalization made the national state dispensable; that the loss of
national sovereignty is obviously present, and that it is an unavoid-
able process forced by economic factors.

On the other hand, sceptics, even when admitting the influence
of globalization on different aspects of social life, stress that sover-
eignty of national states is not under threat. They claim that nation
states play key role in the world system, and ultimately their influ-
ence is increasing, so it could be said that nation states govern the
process of globalization.

The thesis this paper advances is that, despite the sharp mutual
opposition of these positions, both of them have a foothold in real-
ity. Namely, in the era of globalization the strong states become
stronger, and the weak ones grow weaker. The states of the center
of the world system direct and secure the current course of globali-
zation process. Those weak states coming from semi-periphery and
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periphery of the world system have to follow this process or stay
isolated and destroyed.

GLOBALIZATION AND DE-SOVEREIGNIZATION:
CASE STUDY OF THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA

Globalization as a contradictory process, especially with its “dark
side” (A. Giddens), leads to the loss of idiosyncrasy and sovereignty
of the countries which are the object both of this contradictory
process and politics. Those are, first of all, small countries which
experience the so-called period of transition, such as the Balkan
countries. The loss of a significant part of these countries’ sover-
eignty is a result of the geostrategic policy of the globalizing states,
first of all the US and its powerful supporters in the EU. These states
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accomplish it by using developed mechanisms—from globalizing
wars, direct and indirect pressures of vassalization over the party-
political élites of these small and weak states.

This process of globalization and the mechanism of de-sover-
eignization in this paper is more precisely considered through the
example of the Republic of Macedonia in several dimensions: 1) de-
struction of the trade and wider economic system through the use
of a “shock therapy” model of privatization which has also led to
the emergence of the organized crime; 2) destruction of the social
structure by sudden reduction of the working and middle classes
and their rapid impoverishment, increase in the unemployment
rate, as well as the creation of a layer of “upstarts”; 3) destruction
of the political and constitutional structure from the nation state to
a “state of ethnical communities” and introducing the so-called
“Badinter principle” - all of this is a consequence of the 2001 mili-
tary conflict and the adoption of the so-called “Ohrid Agreement”
under the direct pressure of the “facilitators” from the United
States of America and the European Union.

If we add to this the denial of the name of the State by its south-
ern neighbour, even the identity of the Macedonian people by the
governments of its southern and eastern neighbours, it is clear that
not only the de-sovereignization of the Macedonian state is affect-
ed, but also of the Macedonian people. However, the renunciation
of a significant part of the sovereignty which was practiced under
the foreign pressure by the “transition” governments in the Repub-
lic of Macedonia has no legitimacy, because a sovereign is not a gov-
ernment in whatever period of governing, but it is the people in
terms of democratic political communities of citizens and the de-
gree of its effect on the making of key political decisions.

THE DESTINY OF THE JEWISH COMMUNITY IN
KOSOVO AND METOHIJA DURING THE WAR
IN 1998-1999 AND THE POST-WAR PERIOD

This paper strives to investigate the position and everyday life of
the Jewish population in Kosovo and Metohija as well as the circum-
stances in which this small-numbered community functioned and
worked during the days of complete political and safety instability,
armed conflicts which took place in the wider area of Kosovo and
Metohija and their escalation in the course of the NATO interven-
tion. This paper also deals with the condition in which the Jewish
community found itself in Kosovo and Metohija just before the in-
troduction of the state of imminent danger and the commencement
of the NATO bombing of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia. Fur-
thermore, it considers the participation of Jewish (Israeli) volun-
tary soldiers in armed formations on the Kosovo and Metohija the-
atre of war, the work of international Jewish humanitarian organi-
zations concerning help-out actions and helping the refugees and
other victims of war coming from the territory of Kosovo and Meto-
hija as well as the destiny of the Jewish civilians from Kosovo and
Metohija after signing the Kumanovo Agreement and the with-
drawal of regular military forces, i.e. - the state institutions, during
the days when total anarchy reigned in Kosovo and Metohija, with
no property rights, with highly insecure environment, non-exist-
ence of institutional protection and a state of total de-sovereignty.

SOME ASPECTS OF POPULATION AGEING AND ITS
RELEVANCE IN THE CONTEXT OF GLOBALIZATION

This paper examines current age distribution of the world and its
relevance in the trend of globalization. Namely, developed coun-
tries have already reached the threshold of the third stage of the
transition, when population ageing is pervasive and rapid. The ma-
jority of developing countries are in the second stage, when a fa-
vourable age distribution gives rise to a demographic bonus. The
objective of this article is to depict the nature of actual demograph-
ic changes—an ageing population—from a cross-national perspec-
tive in order to illuminate potential influence of the aging on the la-
bour supply in the context of globalization. The overview of trends
in population ageing is examined by indicators such as distribution
of population by age groups, median age, dependency ratio and dis-
tribution by sex of the older age groups, thus providing the demo-
graphic basis for the further examination of the social, economic
and policy implications of the changes expected. Most of the data
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presented here are derived from the most recent version of the
World Population Data Sheet, as well as the most recent version of the
official United Nations population estimates and projections.

Beck, 2003; Beck et al. 2003), David Held (Held, 1997; David Held et
al. 1999; 2000; 2007), George Ritzer (Ritzer, 2003; 2007; 2009; 2010;
2011),Jan Nederveen Pieterse, 2009), and other social thinkers, who
tend to explain multidimensional features of these processes from
the theoretical point of view.

This paper analyzes the changes caused by globalization process-
es in the economic and cultural spheres of Macedonian society.
With this end in view, the quantitative approach is used, or more
precisely, the method of survey, applying the questionnaire which
serves to measure the attitudes of citizens of the Republic of Mace-
donia towards the processes of globalization and their presence
and influence within certain spheres.

GLOBALIZATION AND THE CRIMINAL JUSTICE
SYSTEM OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA - A
CONTRIBUTION ON THE DEROGATION OF

SOVEREIGNTY

Following the evolution of the European criminal law in terms of
globalization, this paper examines the impact of globalization on
the criminal justice system of the Republic of Serbia. The impact of
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“globalization” in the form of acceptance of the Anglo-American
procedural forms is evident in the actions of the criminal justice
system, which has always been a symbol of exclusive national sov-
ereignty in terms of domain reserve. Anglo-American ideas of proc-
ess, the authors note, soaked the ground eurocontinental legal field
and caused erosion of traditional substantive legal and procedural
values, such as the principles of truth and from it derived Court
rules on liability for established facts. Sistem of Criminal justice in
Serbia is the latest victim of this process. Notwithstanding the need
for significant legislative changes, the authors take a critical stance
towards the ongoing process of degradation of the criminal justice
system, finding that the resultant degradation in the form of state
sovereignty.

Finally, the authors conclude that the European continental re-
formers imposed under the influence of globalization instead of
creative evolution opted for pale imitations of their Anglo-Ameri-
can model. In their judgment, their current attractiveness of this
form before owing to globalization as an expression hegemonic po-
sition that in today's globalized world is enjoying their country of
origin. Traces of “beneficial influence” Empire, they still authors
can be seen in the legislative agenda of almost all European coun-
tries, and especially the relief expressed in small countries ‘youth
and formal democracy’. All of the above confirms the fears ex-
pressed against the need to reforms and build a criminal justice sys-
tems on the surface of sovereignty, the struggle against the erosion
of sovereignty takes place through the criminal justice system, by
an uncritical acceptance of Anglo-American criminal and criminal
procedural forms, with globalization not only gives the right, but
prohibits the right to critical thought.

Hypertrophied media production concentrated in the hands of a
few world power-wielders has increasingly been dictating the per-
ception of global reality, turning late capitalism into soft totalitari-
anism. In the digitized social, geopolitical and cultural context, on-
ly possessors of media power may equally communicate and ex-
press common beliefs, whereas smaller nations and communities
are to follow in their footsteps or withdraw into isolation.

In analyzing the increasingly noticeable concentration of media
ownership, the rise of PR and advertising, methods and techniques
of management for the purpose of profit increase, the authors of
the paper conclude that digitalization and media globalization have
caused the increasing gap between those who manage and those
who are managed, and that democracy is in a peculiar crisis of the
mind, which threatens to endanger the civilization itself.

There are more or less serious books, articles and discussions
which are dedicated to the topic of globalization since the R. Rob-
ertson developed the theory of globalization in the 1980s, giving
top priority to strong spiritual and cultural interdependence of
people. Having recognized the dramatically increased economic
and technological relations between people in the farthest parts of
the planet, this author emphasized the importance of their con-
sciousness of sharing a common destiny (R. Robertson, 1992).

Today, in the “time of globalization”, we seem to have forgotten
the history of the idea of globalization, which was created in close
connection with its kindred and rival theories. From its rival theo-
ries, we will mention only Marx's theory of universal interconnect-
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edness of nations and Amin’s theory of dependence and neo-impe-
rialism. From those theories and theoretical approaches which are
close to the idea of globalization, we should not forget Weber’s the-
ory of rational bureaucratic authority, Parsons’ theory of moderni-
zation, Bell’s understanding of post-industrial society or Mcluhan’s
understanding of “the global village” (M. Pecujli¢, 2002). Discus-
sions on what is globalization and what are its dimensions and con-
sequences are being opened up. One group of people see it as a
myth, others see it as a reality, some think that it is a real socio-his-
torical process, and some perceive it merely as a project of a group
of people, world power-wielders who work in the interests of large
transnational capital.

With the expansion of globalization, problems arise between de-
veloped and underdeveloped countries, while the gap between the
countries on the planet is on the increase. It is obvious that globali-
zation contains serious contradictions which we shall strive to
show.

HOW GLOBALIZATION AFFECTS THE UNIFICATION
OF COMMERCIAL LAW

Modern means of communication, mobility of capital, reducing
transport costs and trade liberalization impose business entities
the need to operate in the international market. To make their busi-
ness be successfull, the legal framework that govern it should not
makes it hard; on the contrary, it should provide favorable condi-
tions for its functioning. Therefore, the regulations governing com-
mercial business can't be comprehensive and effective unless they
are made with respect to relevant international factors and rules.
States traditionally follow this requirement if they are obliged to it
by international agreements they acceded to, but now they do so
regardless of that: they voluntarily assume the solutions offered by
international sources of commercial law, primarily European Prin-
ciples of Contract Law and the UNIDROIT Principles of Internation-
al Commercial Contracts. They are new international sources of
commercial law, which are create as a result of the need to better
respond to the demands of market globalization than international
conventions, whose complicated procedure of adoption and entry
into force is not able to follow the dynamics of the area.

THE NEW WORLD ORDER AND THE IDEA
OF DE-SOVEREIGNIZATION

The USA is trying to establish economic, political, military and
cultural hegemony over the whole world by means of instrumental-
izing the legal social process of globalization and by imposing the
New World Order and the ideology of globalization. Today there is a
tendency of development towards global absolutism and a real
threat of establishing the civilization of material pleasure, followed
by de-sovereignization, dehumanization and the power monopoly
of a great individual and collective master through the creation of
“soft” slavery. People will be manipulated using the aspiration of
the sterile “I want to be able!” and proclaimed democracy and free-
dom, and reality will be a form of (un)violent totalitarianism. By
creating a centralized global super-state, the nation-state collaps-
es, but it still formally exists. In this new game of power the key role
is performed by the capital. The nucleus of the global economic
power is not imperialism but assimilation resting on the deterrito-
rial principle, which is the opposite of what the nation-state derives
its power from: democratic elections, public legitimacy, monopoly
over the means of coercion and territorial sovereignty. It is based
on the amount of investments, i.e. on the wealth owned by the pro-
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tagonists of the world economy. The programmed result of globali-
zation in the new world order should be the new identity, which is
not based on the territory and which is not the result of the nation-
state.

THE CONCEPT OF SOVEREIGNTY
IN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE RESPONSIBILITY
TO PROTECT DOCTRINE DEVELOPED
BY INTERNATIONAL COMMISSION ON
INTERVENTION AND STATE SOVEREIGNTY

Operation Allied Forced conducted by NATO in 1999 blatantly ex-
posed the incompatibility between the classical meaning of sover-
eignty and the so called humanitarian intervention, prompting in
its aftermath numerous attempts to reconcile them at a theoretical
level. In 2001 the International Commission on Intervention and
State Sovereignty (ICISS) advanced the doctrine of the responsibil-
ity to protect (R2P) in which it intensively made use of the recon-
ceptualization of sovereignty as a responsibility; this doctrine grad-
ually gained significant political support so that a version of it was
adopted in 2005 by the UN General Assembly and latter was embed-
ded in UN Security Council resolutions and in various prominent
international documents. The main objective of this paper is to ex-
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plore the relevance of the sovereignty as responsibility concept for the
R2P doctrine putted forward by ICISS. To this end the original for-
mulation by Francis Deng of this concept and its understanding ad-
vanced by ICISS are comparatively examined and an in-depth anal-
ysis of the function attributed by ICISS to the sovereigniy as responsi-
bility concept in each of the three dimensions of the R2P doctrine -
responsibility to prevent, responsibility to react and responsibility
to rebuild - is provided. The paper concludes that the relationship
between the international responsibility to protect by coercitive
means and the sovereignty as responsibility rises important diffi-
culties that are not properly addressed by ICISS.

MASS MEDIA IN THE ERA OF INDUSTRIALIZATION
AND TRANSNATIONALIZATION OF GLOBAL SOCIETY

The paper deals with the development of communications which
have been influenced by many global social changes such as greater
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diversity of expression and expansion of its range, variety of the
media, diversity of devices, all of which affects the process of trans-
forming communications into complex social phenomena - in a
powerful new global industry. Therefore, this paper stresses that
the global communications industry is increasingly becoming an
industry of culture. This massive global expansion indicates a great
popularization of culture whose products used to be the privilege of
the elite and the rich. The industrial globalization of communica-
tion multiplies the audience that is interested in culture and its
products, provides greater opportunities for work and higher in-
come of artists, creators and performers, writers, professionals and
technicians, and it also increases the international cultural ex-
change. The authors analyze the reasons causing the global com-
munications industry not to operate and function independently
because of close links with other industries such as the printing in-
dustry and electronic industry, which provides machines for imag-
esetters, equipment for radio and television broadcasting, radio
and television sets and many other devices. Without these ma-
chines and devices the mass media would be unable to function. The
paper also emphasizes that global industrialization of communica-
tion involves the issue of ownership of the means of mass commu-
nication. The tendency of industrialization is to encourage concen-
tration in the communications sector through the education of oli-
gopolies and monopolies in the processes of collecting, storing and
disseminating information. In addition to the political reasons and
the desire to have the concentration of power in the areas of global
communications industry, the desire for power is also caused by
high profits, capital flows, technical development in domestic and
international markets and great opportunities for manipulation.

ANTI-DISCRIMINATION LEGISLATION, IDPS AND
INTERNATIONAL STANDARDS FOR THE
PROTECTION AGAINST DISCRIMINATION IN THE
POST-CONFLICT KOSOVO

A comprehensive Anti-Discrimination Law came into force in Ko-
sovo in 2004. The law was adopted by the Provisional Institutions of
Self-Governance (PISG) with the assistance and under the direct
leadership of the major international organisations at the time still
involved in the governance of the province. The law, which was
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modelled on the two principal EU anti-discrimination directives,
the so-called “Race Directive” and “Framework Directive”, was
drafted in accordance with the highest international and European
standards in the field. Although nine years have passed since the
adoption of the new equality legislation, little research was con-
ducted to assess its effects vis-a-vis displacement as the key feature
of the post-1999 Kosovo.

The proposed paper looks at the provisions of the selected prima-
ry and secondary anti-discrimination legislation in force in Kos-
ovo* in the light of the specific needs of internally displaced per-
sons and the international standards for their protection. The anal-
ysis of the key anti-discrimination provisions is conducted in a two-
fold way. Firstly, the relevant laws and bylaws are assessed against
the background of the general international and EU standards in
the anti-discrimination field. Secondly, given the existence of more
than 200 000 persons who were displaced from Kosovo after 1999, it
is examined whether the anti-discrimination legislation adequate-
ly takes into account displacement as a specific feature of this post-
conflict society. Here, the author investigates to what extent the
anti-discrimination legislation in force in Kosovo fulfils the inter-
national standards for the protection of displaced population, such
as the Pinheiro Principles and the United Nations Guiding Princi-
ples on Internal Displacement.

A preliminary conclusion reached by means of this analysis is
that while drafting the anti-discrimination legislation, the legisla-
tor was guided by the need to fulfil the international requirements
rather than the necessity to ensure the adequate level of protection
against discrimination for all. In that regard, the new anti-discrim-
ination legislation in Kosovo serves as an example of a legal trans-
plant which is maladjusted to the specific features of the post-con-
flict Kosovo.

GLOBAL POVERTY AS A DEVELOPMENT AND

Globalization as a comprehensive social phenomenon of the mo-
dern age has its undoubtedly good and bad sides. It has been laun-
ched through the development of science and technology.

process regarding strategic issues of social development. Global
poverty emerges as a relatively new social phenomenon.

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rich north and the underdeveloped and poor south was discussed in
the previous period, now it is stated that poverty is becoming a
planetary phenomenon which tends to increase if it goes out of con-
trol.

The fight against global poverty is possible only as a global action of
developed countries which must entail a more equitable distribu-
tion of the existing world wealth, with respect for the principle of
sustainability.

GLOBAL INEQUALITIES AND POLARIZATION OF THE
WORLD AS A RESULT OF GLOBALIZATION

The subject of this paper is the increased polarization between
the economically developed world and the economically underde-
veloped part of the world, which is driven by globalization and
changes in the capitalist organization of production. The first part
of the paper discusses the way in which repercussions of globaliza-
tion are understood within key theories of anti-globalism: Ulrich
Beck’s view on individualization of social inequalities and A. Gid-
dens’s theory of late Modernity. The second part of the paper ana-
lyzes the following dimensions of poverty on a global scale: lack of
financial capital, insufficient social and medical care, educational
deprivation, unemployment. Furthermore, the paper discusses the
demographic dimension of globalization. The demographic dimen-
sion indicates the two extremes of the world population. On the one
hand, global demographic changes in developed countries are ap-
parent in the ongoing process of depopulation, in the increasing
percentage of elderly population and the prolonged average life ex-
pectancy. On the other hand, there are poor countries with high
rates of population growth. From the perspective of social and civi-
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lizational values, the third part of the paper poses the fundamental
question of whether global processes in the field of promotion of
some social anti-values, the gay rights movement, feminism and
the like, are more detrimental or beneficial to man, and whether
new self-alienations are emerging both in the labour process and
the process of the unification of styles and forms of life, tastes, in-
terests and needs.

AN ATTEMPT AT REEVALUATING ALL THE VALUES
COMING FROM THE SPIRIT OF GLOBALIZATION

The title of this paper represents a partial paraphrase and a
blend of two Nietzsche's titles. This prophet of the future, which
from our perspective is to a considerable degree our present,
hadn't, of course, foreseen what was going to happen in our present
and future in detail, but he indeed does seem to have foretold the
de-sovereignization of states and disappearance of nations when he
wrote about reevaluating values. The spirit of globalization, which
must have been quite foreign and unknown to this thinker, has
made de-sovereignization a challenge quite a few states are facing
and quite a few nations are confronted with. That process which,
theoretically speaking, should result in solving the ancient prob-
lem of universals in man's favour, rather than in the favour of the
specific and the particular, does not seem to be realized in practice
in a (theoretically) consistent way. In the Balkans, the given proc-
esses take much more dynamic and dramatic forms. States die out
multiplying themselves and nations disappear giving their sub-
stance to the other, which poses great difficulties for identities.
This being a region where three civilizations intersect all the more
contributes to people's feeling that they are being threatened and
to their having a sense of there being no perspective; this is partic-
ularly true of the nations that have lived in the Western Balkans for
not too long but that have belonged to the Eastern Christian civili-
zation for a long time.

THE CHALLENGES OF GLOBALIZATION AND
RESPONSES OF ORGANIZATION

Sociological and economic discussions on the character of glo-
balization often begin from (but also often end in) treating the la-
bour sphere as a basic framework within which (objectively condi-
tioning) factors of the “allocation of the logic of capital” around the
world develop. Furthermore, transformation of organizations is
understood as a pre-defined goal shaped in a previously achieved
(neo-liberal) socio-cultural “consensus” as a value base for easier
acceptance of such logic. However, we should bear in mind that
contemporary sociological surveys that clearly indicate that the
changes in labour organization partially depend on (internal)
changes in the structure of organization while the extent of those
changes depends on (external) social and historical conditions
which shaped those structures. Accordingly, many contemporary
sociological researches of organizational changes show that glo-
balization of the world economy often means global spreading of
organizational forms which previously existed only in developed
societies.

Even though there have been periods in the history of societies
and cultures when efforts were made so as to stop social changes or
at least postpone them by means of a certain type of organization,
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such intentions, from the historic point of view, were destined to
fail.

For this reason, not even modern (bureaucratic) labour organiza-
tions, which were shaped for the purpose of mass production (of
goods and services), with superior technology and predominance of
rationality in business and labour management in capitalism (the
end of 19" and almost the entire 20t" century), can stay unaffected
(unchanged) in conditions of the increasing challenges of globaliza-
tion processes and their impact on national, regional and local mar-
kets.

Human needs under the circumstances of globalization transi-
tion also modify. Therefore, the need for a specific type of labour
organization changes as well. The most important incentives for
those changes come from more and more complex and dynamic
global surroundings related to global market, technology and envi-
ronment. In order to survive and develop in such settings, labour
organizations are forced to tackle globalization challenges by de-
veloping appropriate marketing strategies and product design, im-
proving staff’s abilities and skills and fostering employees’ behav-
iour which enables easier adjustments to continuous changes.

GLOBALIZATION, THE NATION STATE AND LABOR

The paper discusses the relationship between globalization, seiz-
ing sovereignty and changes in the labor market. The first part of
the paper stresses the contradictions of globalization and its reper-
cussions. Changes in labor law and the actual position of labor in
the countries of the capitalist center and the periphery are briefly
pointed out. The second part of the paper refers to the weakening
of the power of the national government and the social stratifica-
tion of the working class and middle class. The role of trade unions,
labor laws and trans / national institutions in the creation of “flex-
ible" labor market is also analyzed. The paper stresses that the rul-
ing classes and elites in transition (i.e. Serbia) are acting in the in-
terests of globalized big and foreign capital. Major decisions that
are made are against the interests of the working class (for in-
stance, transition model, privatization), who did not come up with
an appropriate model to protect their class interests. The global
economic crisis has further intensified the conflict of interests be-
tween the world capitalist class and other working classes.

The third part of the paper provides a sociological analysis of the
relationship between the capitalist and working classes in Serbia
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today. It lists the basic information on the nature and structure of
the “comprador class" and de-sovereignization of the nation state
in the field of labor and social legislation. It concludes that the na-
tion-state is involved in globalization to a large extent. Powerful
countries of the capitalist centre impose their interests upon it,
deepen its poverty, inequality, conflicts and destroy its resources.
The ruling elite are associated with global centers of the financial
and political power in terms of interests. This leads to a social mar-
ginalization and exploitation of employees. Adequate strategies of
trade / labor unions, political parties and the old / new social move-
ments, which would mitigate the effects of globalization, are still
non-existent.

GLOBALIZATION AND GLOBAL INEQUALITIES:
A THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL
CHALLENGE FOR SOCIOLOGY

Sociology has certainly gained part of its scientific legitimacy by
pointing to social inequalities, by studying their different forms
and proportions in the national context. However, new forms of so-
cial inequality produced by contemporary globalization processes
that are manifested not only as an increase in inequality within
countries, but also between different countries, represent a theo-
retical and methodological challenge to contemporary sociology.
This paper discusses certain forms of inequality (poverty and social
exclusion) and points to the difficulty of studying them at the glo-
bal level. The problems of analyzing inequality on a global scale are
due to several reasons. First, it is still an open question which coun-
tries should be considered globalizers, and which countries mostly
act as the “object" of globalization. Another significant obstacle is
the empirical evidence that provides a comparison of the parame-
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ters for the comparative study of indicators of social inequality in
different societies. The third difficulty stressed by the studies of
global poverty and social exclusion stems from the multidimen-
sionality of existing constructs which cover specified forms of so-
cial inequality. An additional problem that complicates the already
complex task of developing a set of comparative empirical indica-
tors is the analysis of the characteristics of geographic, economic,
political and cultural substratum of individual countries which, de-
spite the process of seizing sovereignty, are not without impact on
their potentials and strategies in dealing with the consequences of
globalization, including social inequality.

DUALITY OF GLOBALIZATION
AND DIVISION OF THE WORLD

The issue of the social nature of globalization is considered in
many scientific and professional publications by both domestic and
foreign authors. Topical theoretical concepts by domestic authors,
which indicate the contradictory nature of globalization, receive
critical consideration in the paper. Domestic authors make their
theoretical assumptions about this problem by drawing a distinc-
tion between several concrete and historical types, i.e. models or
forms of globalization. The body of domestic literature on globali-
zation distinguishes between the following classifications: asym-
metrical model of globalization - associative model of globaliza-
tion; neoliberal model of globalization - humanistic model of glo-
balization; globalization from above - globalization from below; au-
thoritarian globalization - social-democratic globalization; globali-
zation-antiglobalization, and so forth. Although these divisions are
different in terms of terminology, their authors share very similiar
arguments that can be divided into two categories: 'for' and
'against' globalization. Furthermore, they can be classified in a va-

riety of ways in regard to the dominant problems which these au-
thors ascribe to the purpose of globalization. Accordingly, the gen-
eral conclusion is that globalization denotes the process of unifica-
tion of humanity, but to the extent where its consequences create a
harmonious global society. Such a global organization is the oppo-
site of the modern world-system consisting of the countries of the
center, periphery and semi-periphery.

TRADITION - GUARDIAN OF THE CULTURAL
IDENTITY OF SERBIA IN THE KOSOVO-POMORAVLJE
DISTRICT IN CONTEMPORARY GLOBALIZATION

Contemporary living conditions and new forms of cultural values
are increasingly crushing traditional customs and folklore which
can be encountered in the fullness of their experssion only in some
of our regions. The Kosovo-Pomoravlje District (Eastern Kosovo) is
still a genuine stage where authentic Serbian folk customs are reg-
ularly practiced, which speaks of the people‘s need and will, whose
freedom and existence are imperilled, to survive both physically
and spiritually. In conditions of the scarcity of basic values, the Ser-
bian nation in this region derived the centuries-old formula of sur-
vival ??from its tradition - a fine and well-ordered form of exist-
ence, imbued with the phenomenon of primeval beauty and wealth
of experience. Our traditions and customs are a mixture of very old
creations of the Serbian folk spirit that was weaved by the needs of
life itself, and coexistence with other peoples (Turkish, Macedoni-
an, Albanian ...). However, we are witnessing the disappearance of
folk customs, songs, tales and the entire departure from traditional
values time inexorably carries away and replaces with new cultural
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patterns of conduct. This paper aims to provide an impetus for pre-
serving our traditions in Kosovo and Metohija which faithfully pre-
serve the identity of our people, invigorating us to endure new
challenges that globalization brings.

REGIONALISM AS A NEW FORM
OF DECENTRALIZATION OR DECONSTRUCTION
OF THE NATION-STATE

Recent changes, especially in Eastern Europe, re-actualized the
“solved” national question in a dramatic manner, and within that,
problems related to the relationship between the state and its
parts. On the other hand, the world is becoming united by means of
creating through a system of regions a special economic, intellectu-
al, financial and cultural system, for which “national borders are
nothing but painful scars of history".

How can these contradictions be resolved?

At the national level they are resolved by means of different
forms of decentralization. Namely, every state, even the one which
in its internal territorial structure has certain forms of decentrali-
zation seeks to represent its state functions throughout its entire
territory, and therefore in the region. Running parallel to these ef-
forts of the state, there are also legitimate interests of its parts to
express their uniqueness through certain institutional forms ena-
bling them to articulate their specific interests adequately.

However, in addition to being a suitable form for meeting special
interests, the regions may become the focus of contradictions, con-
flicts and even endanger the very existence of the nation-state.

This paper tries to answer the question of which option will pre-
vail.

Le patrimoine antique est de nature matérielle et, comme tel, as-
sujetti aux conditions géographiques et a I'action humaine. Le Ko-
sovo-et-Métochie se trouve dans la zone frontaliére des bassins hy-
drographiques des Drin, Danube et Vardar, liés avec la zone centra-
le du bassin versant des Balkans et la bifurcation de la Nerodimka.
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A 1'époque romaine et pendant la basse antiquité, la Métochie fai-
sait partie de la province romaine de la Dalmatie, notamment de la
Prévalitaine, tandis que le Kosovo faisait partie de la Mésie, notam-
ment de la Dardanie. Dans le travail ci-présent nous mettons en re-
lief I'importance des monuments antiques faisant partie du patri-
moine culturel du Kosovo-et-Métochie pour le patrimoine culturel
mondial protégé par I'UNESCO. Outre les monasteres médiévaux
inscrits sur la Liste du patrimoine culturel mondial en péril par le
Comité du patrimoine mondial de 'UNESCO, les monuments anti-
ques représentent une unité trés importante. Parmi les monuments
antiques les plus importants se trouvent Ulpiana, municipium DD,
de méme que les stations de Vindenae, Vicianum, Theranda et Ga-
buleum, ainsi qu'un certain nombre de sites moins importants. Les
monuments faisant partie du patrimoine antique et médiéval sont
inscrits sur la liste des sites et des monuments culturels d'impor-
tance exceptionnelle de la République de Serbie.

Cependant, ces monuments sont dénaturés voire détruits par les
extrémistes albanais. En outre, nous sommes témoins d’une contre-
fagon des faits historiques et de leur interprétation quasi-scientifi-
que qui, accompagnées du nettoyage ethnique, du changement de
noms des toponymes et de la destruction de monuments, cherchent
a prouver certaines theses concernant l'origine et le berceau ethni-
que des Albanais dans la toute premiére période de leur histoire.

Il est d’'une importance primordiale de préserver et protéger ce
patrimoine culturel en tant que partie intégrale du patrimoine
culturel mondial par une politique et une stratégie a long terme de
la République de Serbie, coordonnées avec celles de la diaspora.

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THE ARAB SPRING: FROM DAYTON PEACE
AGREEMENT TO DESTROYING THE KAABA

This paper is a result of scientific researches into globalization
impacts on the foreign policy of small states in some countries of
the Middle East. The hypothesis of this paper is that the countdown
has begun since the Dayton Peace Agreement, on November 21,
1995. This Agreement is an expression of the then and the current
mostly international relations which are dictated by the powerful
lords of globalization. As a result of it, the bombing of Kosovo and
Metohija and Yugoslavia occurred in 1999, without the approval of
the United Nations. The same case was with the destruction of Iraq,
where many people were killed in 2003 under the pretext of pos-
sessing illegal weapons. Iraq has been destroyed both in terms of its
economy and casualties.

Over the course of these events, America and the West drew their
support from the Arabian Gulf, although these states are mere re-
mains of the medieval social systems. The great irony is that the co-
operation and support came from the countries that have been the
worst enemies of each revolution and revolutionaries.

As regards the Arab Spring, Gulf states have received instruc-
tions from super-powers on how to perform the Arab revolutions,
which have begun in Tunisia, Egypt, and then continued in Libya
and Syria, which is still suffering from a brutal civil war. All of this
was done with the big help of the famous satellite TV channels such
as Al Jazeera in Qatar and Al Arabia in Saudi Arabia.
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The stage where globalism almost succeeded was reached, as Yu-
goslavia was divided into six states and the seventh is under way.
The fragmentation of Iraq through fomenting sectarian strife has
jeopardized this country and its unity. Almost the same process can
be seen in Tunisia, Libya, Syria, Yemen and even Egypt. In these
countries the religious parties and movements struggle severely
for power. Surely, no one smart is against toppling the dictatorial
corrupt regimes, but the rise of the so-called political Islam to pow-
er means the rise of the ultra-orthodox Islamists to power, which
actually turns back the wheel of history and shows the following
weaknesses of these ‘revolutions’: nations in the region and new
political ‘systems’ keep regressing in terms of ethics and political
behaviour; many extremists and religious fanatics have come to
power; Al-Qaeda’s influence is becoming stronger and stronger;
this situation also encourages international terrorism and the West
uses it for debasing Islam, and even its holiest place - The Kaaba;
this situation incites further expansion and realization of globalist
goals but at the expense of sovereignty of small states.

THE SOCIAL CONSEQUENCES
OF GLOBAL INEQUALITY

Globalization as a multi-faceted and specific process of unifica-
tion of humanity on a planetary scale, leads to a unique, primarily
economic space with the elements of the global economic system.
In that sense, its contradictions arise from its economic nature
based on private ownership, competition and profit, and inequality
in terms of the economic condition of population with the empha-
sized majorization of the owner of economic resources. This major-
ization, which is performed through various forms of expression
and conflicts, results in social tensions between the majority and
minority of population both on a national and a global scale. These
conflicts demand empirical researches aiming at finding solutions
to them, as well as theoretical considerations of their repercussions
for the development of our civilization.

HAGUE TRIBUNAL IN FUNCTION OF
INTERNATIONAL LEGAL PRESSURE ON SERBIA

Establishing of ad hoc International Criminal Tribunal for the
former Yugoslavia (ICTY) located in The Hague (so-called Hague
Tribunal) represented a clear political act of pressure of the inter-
national community to Serbia, both during the war conflicts and al-
so fifteen years after the signing of Dayton Agreement, more pre-
cisely until surrender of Goran Hadzic in 2011. When the argument
of “cooperation with the Hague” has disappeared, a new one was
found - “neighborliness with Kosovo” as actual instrument of pres-
sure on our country.

The paper analyses the role of so-called Hague Tribunal in the
process of desovereignization of Serbia, having in mind that this
tribunal has taken over one of the most classical state functions -
the highest judicial authority for certain crimes, as well as that for
the first time in the modern history one state has allowed that a for-
eign court put on trial its chief of the state for long years and prac-
tically the whole state, military and police summit.

THE CHALLENGES OF CULTURAL GLOBALIZATION:
CULTURAL IDENTITY AND GLOBALIZATION

,Cultural identity is a process in which the needs for the univer-
salization of certain cultures and the necessity of respecting all
their specificities confront each other” (Kokovic, 2005: 298). The
global cultural approach, within discussion on globalization, deals
with the survival of cultural and national identity in conditions of
“global culture” (Sklair). Globalization of culture as the subject of
this paper is taken as a separate dimension of globalization. Various
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authors define the process of cultural globalization as a process of
de-nationalization and cultural unification, which threatens to do
away with the pluralism of cultures and erase cultural and national
identity. The question is whether the disappearance of national
borders undermines the national culture of a country.

The paper will examine the following processes: the tension be-
tween cultural homogenization and cultural heterogenization (Ap-
padurai, 2011), the relationship of ethnic and cultural fragmenta-
tion and modernist homogenization (Friedman), the relationship
between the global and the local and between processes of univer-
salization and particularization (Robertson). These processes are
the result of contacts among different cultures that are often ob-
served in relation to the dominant versus subordinate cultures,
which mostly highlights the impact of Western cultural patterns on
non-Western societies. However, there are authors who remind us
that this relationship is much more complex - smaller political
units still fear the domination of larger ones, particularly if they are
situated in their surroundings. Considering the above mentioned, it
can be concluded that homogenization does not refer solely to the
dominant cultural patterns of the West (the process of americani-
zation/westernization), but that we can speak about the processes
of Japanization for Koreans, Russianization for the Baltic States and
so forth (Appadurai, 2011).

The paper discusses the complexity of the process of cultural glo-
balization. With regard to the problem of preserving national cul-
tural identity in conditions of globalization, the aim is to present
and discuss different models of cultural forms and dimensions of
global cultural flows, and to examine the question of the present
and future of the globalization of culture.

TECHNOLOGICAL DEVELOPMENT
AND GLOBAL INEQUALITIES

The rise of newly industrialized countries has prompted debate
about the capabilities of developing countries of achieving econom-
ic development based on the use of new technologies. New technol-
ogies arise in advanced industrial societies and then spread to the
periphery depending on the economic, institutional and political
conditions and the previously achieved level of technological de-
velopment.

In the first part of the paper, the concept of techno-economic
paradigms and patterns of diffusion of new technologies is dis-
cussed referring to the work of Carlota Perez. Technological and or-
ganizational changes lead, on the one hand, to a new international
division of labor and spatial reorganization of economic activity,
but, on the other hand, they reinforce the existing historical forms
of inequalities. The second part discusses different opinions about
whether the expansion of new technologies contributes to the soci-
oeconomic development and reducing global inequalities as well as
the conditions under which developing countries can take advan-
tage of new technologies and break the cycle of “development of
underdevelopment". Finally, the arguments about the role of gov-
ernment in technological and economic development are consid-
ered.

GLOBALIZATION AND DEMOGRAPHIC TRENDS IN
THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

The importance of studying the democratic dimension of globali-
zation lies in the need of studying population as a possible potential
or, on the other hand, as an impediment to social and economic de-
velopment. It is this very dimension of globalization that provides
an appropriate framework for the study and understanding of the
trends in the world population as well as the population of the Re-
public of Serbia. Discussion on this aspect of globalization involves
monitoring population trends and analysis of population decline
due to poverty and high rates of mortality, famine, forced migra-
tion; in addition, the issue of global migration due to economic rea-
sons and changes in the labor market; the question of longer life-
time and consequences and changes that occur due to the ageing of
population, especially in developing countries.
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The demographic dimension indicates the two extremes in the
world population. On the one hand, global demographic changes in
developed countries are reflected in the ongoing process of depop-
ulation, in the increasing percentage of elderly population and the
extended average life span. On the other hand, there are poor coun-
tries with high rates of population growth, which is further increas-
ing.

The basic research question in this paper is: What is the demo-
graphic picture of the Republic of Serbia and what kind of conse-
quences are the analyzed demographic trends going to have? The
population of Serbia is characterized by depopulation and an in-
creasing number of elderly people. These changes in the popula-
tion, i.e. depopulation, have a great impact on social and economic
development.

The share of the working-age population is reducing, the costs
for health care are increasing, the number of retired people is in-
creasing as well, and it raises the question of the concept of active
ageing of population.

THE LEGAL NATURE OF THE EUROPEAN UNION

The European Union as a unique and in history hitherto un-
known form of association of sovereign states is very difficult to de-
fine and classify into one of the existing legal categories. The ques-
tion of the legal nature of the EU that has always intrigued primari-
ly scientific community is still a subject of doctrinal discussions.
One part of scientific thinkers thinks that this unique form of unit-
ing of states has predominantly the characteristics of the interna-
tional organization. The European Union, as well as classic interna-
tional organizations, is established by the act of international law
which is ratified by member states. Therefore, the European Union
exists because member states want it to exist. In this sense, the Fed-
eral Constitutional Court of Germany, in its finding concerning the
Maastricht Treaty, stressed that member states were “Masters of
the Treaties". The other part of the doctrine argues that the EU has
long surpassed the stage of international organization and is now
approaching the model of a state (a federal state). However, there
are more and more supporters of the so-called middle solution. In
their view, the European Union is neither a classic international or-
ganization of states, nor a state, but oscillates between these two
categories. It seems that the concept of federation, which synthe-
sizes the interstate and integrative caracteristics in one atypical
structure, proves to be the most suitable for the determination of
the legal nature of the European Union today.

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CHALLENGES IN THE FIELD OF PROTECTION OF
CHILDREN'S RIGHTS AND ADOPTION
IN KOSOVO AND METOHIJA

The paper discusses children's rights as human rights, their evo-
lution and historical context, the importance of the Convention on
the Rights of the Child from the aspect of promoting and protecting
these rights and the measures needed so as to further improve the
status of children in Kosovo and Metohija. On February 17, 2008, the
Kosovo Assembly adopted the Declaration of Independence, which
the Serbian government revoked the same day as the unlawful act
of provisional authorities. Five years after declaring independence,
Kosovo is recognized by a hundred countries. While Serbian offi-
cials, referring to the Serbian Constitution and Resolution 1244, do
not recognize all the legal documents that are issued and valid on
the territory of Kosovo and Metohi?a, the fact is that they apply.
This paper will analyze the rules governing the adoption, the prac-
tice of the authorities in this area and, in this connection, proposed
recommendations by the OSCE.

APPLICATION OF THE EU REGULATIONS TO NON-
MEMBER STATES — THIRD COUNTRIES

EU member states may independently conclude agreements with
third countries - non-members states. However, this is not an ex-
ception from the discharge of foreign jurisdiction of the EU. Name-
ly, the Regulations that define the conditions under which Member
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States may, however, only exceptionally, negotiate and conclude
international agreements with third countries-non-member coun-
tries, have been adopted in the EU legislation. The first regulation
of this type is the Council Regulation (EC) No 664/2009 introduced
on July 7, 2009, which governs the procedure of negotiation and
conclusion of agreements between Member States and third coun-
tries concerning jurisdiction, recognition and enforcement of judg-
ments and decisions in matrimonial matters, matters of parental
responsibility and matters related to maintenance obligations, and
the law applicable to matters related to maintenance obligations.
This Regulation has to do with legal matters that are regulated by
two separate Regulations. One relates to marriage and parental re-
sponsibility, and the other to maintenance obligations. The second
Regulation is the Council Regulation (EC) No 662/2009 adopted on
July 13, 2009, which governs the procedure of negotiation and con-
clusion of agreements between Member States and third countries
on particular matters concerning the law applicable to contractual
and non-contractual obligations. This Regulation has also to do
with legal matters governed by the Regulations which, separately,
regulate the issues related to contractual and non-contractual rela-
tionships. These Regulations were adopted ??on the basis of Article
307 of the Treaty establishing the European Community. However,
it has to be said that the basis for the functioning of the Community
in the implementation of common policies was created through
adoption of common rules regardless of their form. Therefore,
member countries have no right to take on the obligations to non-
member countries either individually or collectively. Nevertheless,
if the EU Commission validates the possibility for Member States to
conclude a new agreement or modify the existing ones with a third
country at the request of member states, then certain issues from
the areas that are regulated by the Regulations can be regulated be-
tween these countries. However, this does not affect the above-
mentioned implementation of common policies. These Regulations
are very significant not only because of the possibility of conclud-
ing such agreements, but also because of the possibility that very
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close states, one of which is a member of the EU, can regulate cer-
tain relations in these areas. The importance of these regulations
for the Republic of Serbia (and for other countries in the region
which are not member states) is paramount. We must say that a se-
ries of bilateral agreements, which were signed during the exist-
ence of SFR Yugoslavia, became effective between the Republic of
Serbia (and other non-member states in region) and the EU mem-
ber states.

GLOBALIZATION, DE-SOVEREIGNIZATION AND THE
MYTH OF CHOSENNESS

The aim of this paper is to show the links among globalization,
de-sovereignization process and elements of culture. In the first
part of the paper the authors discuss the notions of globalization
and sovereignty, as well as various aspects of their mutual relation;
some disputable issues of the effects of globalization on sovereignty
and controversies about de-sovereignization process and its empir-
ical presence are especially pointed out. The focus is placed on the
aspect of the relation between globalization and sovereignty that
concerns universal human rights and so-called “humanitarian mil-
itary interventions”.

The second part of the paper reveals the latent cultural basis of
calling into question the sovereignty of states in the realm of uni-
versal human rights, which also serves for legitimating so-called
“humanitarian military interventions”. The core of this cultural ba-
sis is the deeply rooted myth of moral chosenness of the West, in its
religious and secular versions, whose spreading is both a part and a
result of globalization processes. In this analysis, the myth is under-
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stood not as “a fruitless rhapsody”, but as an element of culture and
“an important cultural force” (Malinowski).

GLOBALIZATION, ‘THE NEW WORLD ORDER’ AND
CONSEQUENCES OF TRANSITION IN THE WESTERN
BALKANS

Relationship between the key ideas that explain the most impor-
tant planetary process - globalization, “the new world order” and
transition is considered in the paper. On the basis of establishing an
interrelationship between them, political-sociological analysis of
consequences caused by their impact is carried out, especially in
the region of the Western Balkans. The author of the paper advanc-
es his arguments for globalization as a legitimate social process and
the “the new world order” as a neo-imperial attempt of the US to
accomplish their interests and gain power, regardless of other
states’ interests, which resulted in transition of the real socialism
countries into the states of (neo)liberal capitalism. The conse-
quences of this range from war destructions, through de facto fail-
ure of national economies, retrogression of all social subsystems
(educational, scientific, health care, social protection) developed
before, to complete political dependence of these states on United
States, accompanied by growth of Euro-skepticism and conserva-
tism among their citizens. Through giving “the new world order”
phases careful consideration, it is possible to notice the progress of
the process of sovereign states’ retrogression, which will be illus-
trated using the examples of the former Yugoslavia and contempo-
rary Serbia.

THE MYTH OF SOVEREIGNTY OR THE PARADOX OF
DIVIDED AND PLURAL SOVEREIGNTY

The sociological view of globalization as a specific form of neo-
colonialism and return of imperialism shows clear implications
concerning nation-state sovereignty and autonomy that is con-
stantly exposed to war stipulations, blackmailing and the dictate of
ideas of divided and plural sovereignty among national, interna-
tional and, in some cases, regional or even local authorities. The
point in question is the “inanition” of state and national sovereign-
ty, the justification for which is sought in the formation of some-
thing that could, eloquently speaking, be named “international
state”, which, in turn, implies the (de)sovereignization of the indi-
visible and infinite power of specific nation states. From the view-
point of an ideology that describes the myth of sovereignty of a
modern nation state, the idea of divided and plural sovereignty is
paradoxical and requires a strikingly different understanding of
“state” unlike what was predicted by traditional political sociology.

The subject under discussion is the creation of a process that has
already been initiated in the modern era. Accordingly, globaliza-
tion and de-sovereignization can be perceived as consequences of
expansive capitalism which, liberated from the clamps of nation-
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state sovereignty, can yield certain new forms of exploitation with-
in the global village.
